3-D Security Ribbon

Tilt the note back and forth while focusing on the
blue ribbon. You will see the bells change to 100s
as they move. The ribbon is woven into the paper,
not printed on it.
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Bell in the Inkwell

Tilt the note to see the color-shifting bell in the
copper inkwell change from copper to green.
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
